a) The Nacho SDO HQ, Lemiking and Taksing Circles lie in strategically located
extreme nearest to the international border with China.

b) The Constituency has four administrative circles with one independent
Administrative Sub-Division.

C) The India Army has established its HQ at TAMA-CHUCHU B-3 in between
Lemiking and Taksing for patrolling in the Actual Line of Control.

d) Geographically more than two third of the district area with harsh and hostile
topography has no accessibility to sparsely populated habitats.

e) This Constituency is the most backward, interior and under developed in the
District with no road connectivity except porter tracks.

f) It takes 12 days on foot-march along porter track to reach Taksing.

Sub: - Suggestions regarding delimitation of constituencies in respect of Tirap District as per
the proposal received from the public.

Sir,

Our suggestions during the last meeting on 14" May, 2007 at New Delhi was to revert
back to the Pumao circle from 56-Kanubari (ST) to 57-Longding (ST) Vis-a-vis 4 (four)
villages of Longding circle viz Chanu, Longsom, Ozakho and Chattong to 56-Kanubari (ST).
Now, it appears that these above four villages and entire Pumao circle have been included
with 57-Longding (ST), which will overburden the 57-Longding (ST) with 20015 population
unlike other neighbouring constituencies. The Arunachal Pradesh is a small state and Tirap
District particularly Longding area being the most backward area would face problems in

speedy development due to its volumous population.

Therefore, we are suggesting the following points for reconsideration and to publish in

the final working paper of delimitation.

1. The Pumao circle should be included with 56-Kanubari (ST) as already proposed in
the first working paper by your delimitation commission, which will maintain the balance of
population with its neighbouring constituencies. The population of Longding Circle (15703)
itself is sufficient enough to constitute one constituency, at par with other constituencies of
the district.

2. Bera Village is in Dadam administrative circle, hence it should be included in 59-
Wakka-Dadam (ST). It has been wrongly singled out and segregated from Dadam circle and
shown in Borduria — Khonsa (ST). The request is for administrative convenience.

3. Thirdly, the 3961 Kheti and 3962 Thinsa, which were proposed to be included in 56-
Borduira — Khonsa (ST) Assemble Constituency during our last meeting on 14™ May, 2007
should be considered from the point of administrative convenience and contiguity etc.

The above stated points may please be considered for publication of the working

paper. This is for your kind information and necessary action please.

Hon'ble Sir,

This is with reference to the letter quoted above | would like to state in addition to my
objection to the draft proposals prepared on the basis of 2001 census data regarding
delimitation of constituencies of Arunachal Pradesh State. In the meeting held by the
Commission on 14"™ June 2007 at New Delhi with the Associate Members of Arunachal
Pradesh the following statements as my dissenting note:

(@) That the census 2001 has been prepared perfunctorily and on the basis of that the
delimitation if made shall remain as a continuing illegality. No law nor the relevant
provision of the constitution do not contemplate continuation of such illegality.

(b)  That the census authority under the Census Act has framed certain regulation to
be followed while the census is being taken. This regulation by far are mandatory,
violation of this mandatory regulation are illegality committed by the census
authority.

(c) That the communication made by the Dy. Director of Census, Arunachal Pradesh,
Shillong vide this letter No.ARB 11026/1/2005-Estt dated 5" April,2007 is enclosed

for your kind perusal as Annexure-1.

In its last sentence has clarified as “the name wise population of both the circles could
not be provided as the data is not available with this office” the said sentence of the Dy.

Director Census confirms that the name wise census was not taken as per the format given



at page 143 of the “Instruction Manual For Filling up the Household Schedule” and hence the
Census 2001 is incorrect and the Hon’ble Delimitation Commission may be pleased not to
determine any readjustment of territorial constituency of 20(ST) Tali Assembly Constituency
of the state of Arunachal Pradesh till the census department made a review. A copy of the
format is enclosed as Annexure-2.

d) That ex facie the census report of 2001 in respect of Tali & Pipsorang circle of 20(ST)
Tali Assembly Constituency can be said as incorrect figure as we read the decadal change in

distribution of total population of Tali & Pipsorang circle in descending order as follows:-

e) As per information communicated to State Chief Electoral Officer (CEQO) from
Deputy Commissioner/District Electoral Officer, Kurung-Kumey district, Koloriang
dated 21° May, 2007 regarding details of areas adjacent of Tali circle. The district
administration has categorically reported that, 28 villages under Pipsorang circle
are physically & geographically adjacent of Tali circle. The Pipsorang circle is
easier accessibility with Tali circle from geographically contiguity angle — Tali and
Pipsorang circles ( 20(ST) Tali Assembly Constituency) are last unconnected
Indian Administrative Centres in Arunachal Pradesh. The report of Deputy
Commissioner, Koloriang is enclosed in Annexure-4.

f) That writ petition has been filed by me in the Hon’ble Guwahati High Court,
Guwahati questioning the validity of census 2001 in respect of Tali Assembly
Constituency (Tali & Pipsorang/Longding Koling circle) and also the functioning of
the Delimitation Commission on the basis of that incorrect census report and this
matter has been registered as WP(PIL) No.55/2007 alongwith similar other matters
are being heard by five judges bench of Hon’ble Guwahati High Court and the
same will be taken up again for hearing on 16™ July, 2007. A copy of order Dt. 15-
06-2007 passed in PIL 54&55/2007 is enclosed as Annexure-5.

0) That the attention of Hon’ble Commission is drawn to the provision of Article 82 &

170 of the constitution of India and it is further respectfully submitted that as per




clause (ll) of fourth provision of Act 170 the readjustment of territorial
constituencies shall not be necessary on the basis of 2001 census.

Over and above the resolution passed by the Arunachal Pradesh Legislative
Assembly on 23" March 2006 kindly be honoured by the Hon’ble Commission. A copy of
resolution is enclosed as Annexure-6.

In view of the above dissenting note given by me | request the Hon’ble Commission to
maintain the status-quo of 20(ST) Tali Assembly Constituency till correction of the 2001
census report in respect of Tali and Pipsorang circle of 20(ST) Tali Assembly Constituency
as the matter is sub-judiced before the Hon'ble five judges bench of Guwahati High Court.
The above dissenting proposal/note may kindly be published along with next draft proposal of
the Commission for public hearing.

This is reference to the letter quoted above, we would like to state that, we have
suggestions and objections to the draft proposals prepared by you, on the basis of 2001
census data regarding Delimitation of Assembly Constituencies in Arunachal Pradesh. The
following are the dissenting proposals from the state of Arunachal Pradesh considering the
geographical contiguity, population and administrative convenience for your next publication
for public hearing.

Tawang District

Tawang is an important renowned tourist destination all over the world for its ancient
Buddhist Monastery. Therefore the assembly segment may be named as 1) Tawang-1,2)
Tawang-2, 3) and Tawang-3, instead of names published in your draft paper. It is also
requested to delimit the territorial assembly constituencies as per recommendation made by
MLAs of Tawang District.

West Kameng District

Thrizino circle should not be part of 7-Bomdila-Nafra-assembly constituency Thrizino Circle
should be retained as 6-Thrizio-Sinchung Assembly Constituency.

East Kamengq District

Enclosed in separate memorandum.

Papum Pare District

It is requested the commission to remove Itanagar rural circle with (4151) population from
Sagalee constituency and merged with Itanagar urban ST constituency. It is also requested
for removing of Naharlagun rural circle with (12701) population from Doimukh constituency
and to merged with Naharlagun urban.

Kurung Kumey District

Because of writ petition file in Hon’ble Guwahati High Court five bench judges
challenging the validity and accuracy of census operation 2001 conducted in the state
of Arunachal Pradesh in respect of Tali & Pipsorang (Longdingkoling) circles and also
functioning of the delimitation commission on the basis of that incorrect census report and
this matter has been registered as WP (PIL) No. 55/2007 and second hearing have been
fixed on 16/07/2007. Since the matter is sub-judice, the case of territorial adjustment of
four assembly constituencies in Kurung Kumey district specially 20-Tali ST assembly
constituency may be maintained status-quo till fresh census is conducted. A copy of PIL
enclosed in Annexure — I. The name of constituency may also be maintained status-quo.

Upper Subansiri District

It is requested and resolve to reconstitute 24-Nacho ST constituency by merging Nacho
circle (3768) population, Taksing (592), Limiking (874), Siyum (4055) and part of Taliha circle
namely Achingmuri (49), Sippung (16), Doyum (206), Dedu (25), Damba (117), Eho (98) and
Esso (101).

It is also resolved for merging Giba-Chetam (1831), Taliha (6355), Payeng (683) circles and
some part of Daporijo urban namely Sipi (294), Sikom (36), Lamdik (23), Pisa (118), Karda
