NOTICE

The Delimitation Commission has published in the Gazette of India
Extraordinary, and in the Jharkhand State Gazette, both dated 30" April, 2007,
its proposals for the delimitation of Parliamentary and Assembly Constituencies
in the State of Jharkhand for the purpose of elections to the House of the People
and the Legislative Assembly of the State. The Commission vide its notice dated
the 30™ April, 2007 invited objections and suggestions in relation to the said
proposals by the 22" May, 2007.

2. To consider the objections and suggestions received by the Commission,
a schedule for holding the public sittings on 8" June, 2007 at Bokaro and on 9™
and 10" June, 2007 at Ranchi was notified by the Commission.

3. The public sittings as scheduled were deferred. The Commission was
informed a day earlier that the tribals are agitating on the roads and streets.
Even the airport and the roads leading to the town were likely to be blocked at
the time when the Commission was to arrive at the airport. The apprehension
was expressed by the law abiding authorities to the Commission that there would
be law and order problem because of the agitation by the tribals in protest
against the reduction of Scheduled Tribe seats in the State of Jharkhand. The
Commission was informed that it would not be advisable to travel from Ranchi
airport by road or train. Keeping in view the extent of agitation and the reports
received by the Commission, it was decided to defer the public sittings.

4. The Commission in its speaking order dated 14™ June 2007 has come to
the conclusion that in the prevailing circumstances, it would not be possible to
hold the public sittings in Jharkhand as the law and order situation was not likely
to be changed. Keeping in view all the circumstances which have been detailed
in the order dated 14™ June 2007, the Commission has come to the conclusion
that the holding of public sittings in the State of Jharkhand is not possible. The
Commission has, therefore, decided to invite further suggestions and objections,
if any, from the public. The public may give any clarification and elaboration to

the suggestions already sent to the Commission.
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5. Now, therefore, the Commission hereby invites fresh suggestions and
objections, also further clarifications and elaborations from those who have
earlier submitted their suggestions and objections by the 22" May, 2007, in
response to the Commission’s Notice dated 30" April, 2007. Such persons may
now forward the same by post to the Secretary, Delimitation Commission,
Nirvachan Sadan, Ashoka Road, New Delhi-110001 on or before 17:00 hrs.
on 3 July, 2007. The individuals who have made the suggestions and
objections may meet before the above stipulated date any of the members of the
Delimitation Commission, if they desire, to explain in person the suggestions and
objections made by them with regard to draft delimitation proposals in respect of
the State Jharkhand.
